The [Chairperson] [Executive Director] is directed and authorized to execute and deliver, in the name of and on behalf of the [______________] County TCC, the Tax Collection Agreement in substantially the form presented to the [Board of Delegates] [Management Committee] with such changes as the [Chairperson] [Executive Director] after consultation with the Solicitor shall approve.

The [Chairperson] [Executive Director] is authorized and directed to take all other actions as such officer deems necessary or appropriate to carry out the purposes of this Resolution.

The Secretary is directed to provide DCED with written notice of this appointment, including the Collector’s name, address, and telephone number, within 10 days of the date of this Resolution.
