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This is a form for the County to use in providing notice to TCC delegates of the first TCC meeting.  The County must schedule a first TCC meeting to be held no later than November 15, 2009.  On or before September 15, 2009, the County must send written notice of the first TCC meeting by first class mail to the governing bodies of all school districts and municipalities in the TCD and also to DCED.  The County should also send written notice by first class mail and e-mail to all delegates[, and by e-mail to the school district and municipality governing bodies].

Act 32 of 2008 requires creation in each county of a new government entity, called the Tax Collection Committee (TCC), to implement and oversee county-wide collection of income tax and possibly other taxes for all school districts and municipalities within each county.  Act 32 requires that the governing bodies of each school district and municipality imposing an income tax appoint one voting delegate and one or more alternate delegates to represent the school district or municipality on the TCC.  Act 32 requires the County to give notice of the first TCC meeting.
